THE RIGHT TO AN ACCESSIBLE WORLD FOR ALL
Introduction:

This video showing blind and partially sighted people accessing buildings, transportation, information and communication technology on an equal basis with others, uses simply drawn animation and text on screen to illustrate the verbal message. 

Scene-by-scene description:

This simply drawn animation uses non-subject specific colours to illustrate the verbal message of the video. 
Next to the title of the video in white letters on a vivid purple background, a small human figure stands with arms outstretched in a small white circle. 
An envelope lands in the hand of a dark-haired male politician, standing next to a male chief executive with black curly hair and a female journalist with wavy blue hair and round glasses.

Accompanying the words, Imagine you are in a country you have never been to before, a colourful street in India fills the screen. One stallholder selling sweets and spices is serving a young woman. A white-bearded man in a turban walks past the next door stall that sells shawls, carpets and jewellery. 

A young mother leads her child by the hand along the uneven pavement. Another, is buying fruit. On the right hand side, a business man makes a purchase at a mobile snack-bar and a teenager and his girlfriend ride past on their motor scooter. A cityscape of domed buildings next to towering modern constructions lines the horizon. Peering up at two signposts in Hindi script, a western tourist has a question mark above his head as he tries to work out which way he should go.
Similarly, a bearded blind man in a non accessible lift has difficulty finding which floor button to press.
A three cube icon in white appears on an orange background at the words: The right to an accessible world. is covered in sustainable goal 9 and article 9 of the United Nations convention on the rights of persons with disabilities. 

The figure 9 appears next to the  words industry, innovation and infrastructure in the top left hand corner of the screen. A brown skinned hand picks out article 9 from a row of UN convention folders. 

Several panels illustrate those rights. The same bearded blind man with dark curly hair and a backpack walks across a strip of guiding lines on the floor with the help of a white cane, towards a staircase. He touches a braille platform information strip on the railing with his left hand.
In another panel, a young blind man with a wool hat and dark glasses, holds onto a hand strap on a bus.  His guide dog is seated by his side. Bus information is broadcast over a loud speaker system. 

In a third panel, the bearded man sits at a desk frowning at a website that cannot be accessed by his screen reader.  In the fourth panel, the young man is now at a desk trying to participate in a teams call, but the chat function  is not accessible to him.
In the final panel, he and his dog have disembarked from the bus with a guide strip on the pavement in front of them. There are wooded hills behind them. Over the words, we need you to help us create this accessible world, the chief executive, is holding a pull string on a projector screen and the chief executive is giving a slide presentation about accessibility.  A concrete staircase becomes accessible with the addition of a round edged railing on both sides,  a guide strip at the bottom, the steps themselves painted a bright colour with a contrasting strip along the edge of each step. A hand scrolls through online images of clothing and accessories on a device that is fitted with a speaker, describing  each item that is selected. A woman with low vision sits at her computer looking at a large print screen. Using a mouse, she scrolls down and ticks the box next to the message, I am not a robot. 
At the request to like and share this video, a finger presses the forward arrow on a mobile phone headed Right to An Accessible World for All. In the final sequence, we are in a busy accessible shopping mall where a young blind girl with hair in bunches, walks along a guide strip and hears the word coffee shop coming from innovative white cane. There is a guide mat at the foot of an escalator which she rides with her purchase.
